Selection Criteria for School Sport Australia Swimming Championships, 31 July to 5 August 2011 – Melbourne

 


Background to selection:

School Sport Australia has determined that for the 2011 Swimming Championships:

· The maximum team size for all states and territories with students aged 13 and above will be 80 Able-Bodied and 20 Multi-Disabled students. 

· There is no maximum team size for 10-12 years Able-Bodied students. The maximum number of swimmers with a disability per state aged 12 years and under will be 10.
ACT Swimming Team Selection – General Selection Policies
The following general selection procedures for the 2011 School Sports Australia Swimming Championships shall apply for all swimmers:

(a) The athletes are in the correct age category, i.e. must be turning a minimum age of ten (10) and a maximum age of nineteen (19) in the year of competition.

(b) They attend a school in the ACT affiliated with School Sport ACT or an ACT educational facility that caters for students with a disability. 

(c) To be “considered for selection” does not mean automatic selection.  

(d) The team selection will be based on events to match the School Sport Australia Swimming Championship’s program and any limit set on the maximum number of team members by School Sport Australia and/or School Sport ACT.  Where the number of swimmers eligible for selection exceeds the maximum number allowed by School Sport Australia and/or School Sport ACT, preference will be given to swimmers already on the team. 

(e) Unless specifically allowed under School Sport ACT Policy, students must have competed at the ACT School Swimming Championships and handed in a completed Student Nomination and Availability Form (attached) before the completion of the Championships on 5 May 2011 (10-12 years) or 6 May 2011 (13-19 years).  No forms will be accepted after these dates.

(f) Any competitor not competing or withdrawing from swimming at the ACT School Swimming Championships for a reason other than documented medical reasons or other acceptable reason under School Sport ACT policy (e.g. other representative team) will be precluded from selection in the relevant event at the School Sport Australian Swimming Championships.  Where a swimmer provides documented medical or other reasons before or at the ACT School Swimming Championships, they will only have times swum at the most recent meets listed in the Student Nomination & Availability Form taken into account.

(g) Should a team member withdraw before the Exchange the selection committee may select a replacement swimmer to swim vacant events.  Only long course best times swum at the most recent meets included in the Student Nomination & Availability Form will be taken into consideration. Priority will usually be given to swimmers already on the team. 

(h) Team members will be required to adhere to all School Sport ACT Policies and Processes with regard team preparation and presentation. 

(i) A condition of selection is that team members acknowledge that they must attend all compulsory team functions and activities.
10-12 Years Selection Policy
(a) The fastest four swimmers in each age group (10, 11 & 12 years) in the 50 metre’s freestyle and fastest three swimmers in all other 50, 100 and the 200IM events will be considered for selection.  In the case of dead heats for the third place, the team management will determine who will be selected for the third position.  

(b) The first three placegetters in the 12 & Under 200 metres Freestyle will be considered for selection.  

(c) Relay teams will be selected based on the combination of the four fastest available swimmers in each age group in the Medley and the fastest four swimmers in the 50 metres Freestyle at the ACT School Swimming Championships (ACT SSC).  A second team will be entered if possible in the Medley and Freestyle relays based on the best-combined time of the remaining swimmers in that age group. 

(d) Should a team member withdraw before the Exchange or not be available for a particular event, the selection committee may select a replacement swimmer.  In considering replacements, only long course times from the meets included in the Student Nomination & Availability Form will be taken into account. Priority will usually be given to a swimmer already on the team.

13-19 Years Selection Policy
(a) The top two (2) qualifiers for each age group in each event at the ACT School Swimming Championships will be considered for selection to contest the 50 and 100 Freestyle in individual age groups. 

(b) Where events are swum at the National Schools Championships in dual, multi-age or Open age groups, the two (2) fastest swimmers in that stoke and distance at the ACT School Swimming Championships will be considered for selection, e.g. if there are separate 13 years and 14 years 100 Breaststroke events, when the results of the two events are combined and swimmers ranked by time, only the two fastest swimmers will be considered for selection.

(c) The following events will not be swum at the 2011 ACT School Swimming Championships: 

· Boys & Girls Open 800 and 1500 metres freestyle; and

· Boys and Girls 400IM.

(d) To be considered for selection in the 800 and/or 1500 metres, swimmers must have swum the 400 Freestyle at the ACT 13-19 Years Schools Swimming Championships.  Competitors will only be considered for the events in (c) above in each age category:

· based on their best long course times time swum at the most recent meets included in the Student Nomination & Availability Form; and

· if they have completed and lodged a Student Nomination & Availability Form with the Managers/Selectors before the end of the meet on Friday 6 May 2011.
(e) Relay teams will be selected on the basis of the top four (4) qualifiers/fastest team combination, based on long course times set at the SSSA Championships.  Where possible, a second relay team will be entered based on the next four (4) fastest times at the ACT School Swimming Championships.  Where necessary and allowed within the rules, swimmers from a younger age group may be used to allow a team to be entered in a particular age group.

# Note regarding travel and accommodation:

Team Accommodation/Travel or Independent Travel/Accommodation
It is a requirement of the ACT Schools Sports Council that, as a member of an ACT representative team, everyone will travel together unless a ‘variation to team travel’ form has been submitted and approved.  

Students who require team Accommodation/Travel for the School Swimming Championships in Melbourne will be required to complete an appropriate form as part of their acceptance of any offer to be on the team.  There is no billeting offered in Victoria.

Students who have parents/caregivers travelling to Melbourne are NOT eligible for this accommodation/travel arrangement. Parents/caregivers intending to travel to Melbourne, will be required to complete a Variation to Team Travel form. 
Variations to Team Travel

A parent or guardian not wishing to utilise the team travel arrangements organised by School Sport ACT for their child, can request a variation to team travel. This request needs to be provided in writing to the team manager, at least 6 weeks prior to team departure, outlining the alternate travel arrangements. Any student travelling separately from the team needs to be supervised by an adult at all times. This adult cannot be a team official or a school student. The student would need to meet all attendance commitments at the event as outlined by the team officials.
